(a) Supply of Green Energy to the project under Green Tariff policy of the respective
DISCOM is considered as an offsite Renewable Energy Source by IGBC. The calculation
of % offset of the total annual energy consumption will be evaluated based on the
certificate issued by the DISCOM/authority mentioning quantity of green energy
supplied to the project.

(b) Unregulated RECs are not accepted by IGBC.

(c) IGBC would recognise only those Renewable Energy purchased/ RECs which are
regulated by CERC, and the quantity of such Renewable Energy purchased must be:

e Equal to or lower than the energy traded through Energy Exchange Platforms
(IEX/ other CERC approved), and the same should reflect in the energy bill of
the respective months.
